CISI offers entry to membership, upon application at Associate (ACSI) level to Associate
members of The Institute of Cost Accountants of India and Member (MCSI) level to
members of The Institute of Cost Accountants of India with three years of relevant
experience or Fellow members of the Institute. — Kindly refer to the eligibility criteria for
MCSI application

The Institute of Cost Accountants of India will also encourage their students to apply for
CISI membership at Student level and its Associate and Fellow Members to apply for
membership at Associate (ACSI) level and Member (MCSI). Depending on their eligibility
criteria

Membership subscriptions fees

All applications for CISI membership (except Student applications) are payable on a pro-
rata basics, depending on the time of year that the application is made. The reason for
using this system is that all members renew their memberships annually every April 1st,
S0 to bring everyone into line with this, the fee payable is a percent of the full annual fee,
dependent on the quarter the application is made. The subscription for the first year is
payable at the time of application. Credit/debit card payments are acceptable or cheques
should be made payable to the Chartered Institute for Securities & Investment Ltd and
crossed 'A/c Payee only'.
